ICE ARENA BOARD INFO./UPDATE:

, 2007 and reported the following: 1) after all payments are made for 

 the remaining items in the construction project, there should be about $20,000 remaining for future capital spending; 2) FHA 

 banners for team successes have been hung in the arena; 3) Faribault Ice Arena signage on the front of the building will be 

 re-installed soon, the elevator has been installed, bleachers have been installed, front railing is higher than plan, installer        

notified, new rubber flooring will be installed, display cases will be re-installed, location was chosen for new flat screen TV, new  

 scoreboards will be installed as well as a counter top behind the new bleachers; 4) a special meeting has been scheduled for 

 October 1
st
 at 6:30p.m. concerning the new locker rooms. This meeting was held and it was decided that half of the lockers 

 in the old locker rooms would be taken out and painted and placed back into the new locker rooms. Some of the benches will 

 be moved from the new locker rooms to the old ones to make room for the lockers. Eventually all locker rooms will have 21
